ARTICLE 24: Referendum Question V: To see if the Town will:

1. Accept as a conditional gift from the Raymond Village Library (“RVL") the assets of RVL
including the land, building, books and all personal property, and all monetary assets
previously—raised as of June 30, 2022, minus $15,000 for start-up costs (total net
estimated as of April 4, 2022, is approximately $195,000), as outlined in the
Memorandum of Understanding between RVL and the Town of Raymond signed
10/12/2021 (available for view at the Raymond Town Office upon request), such funds
to be set aside in a non-lapsing Town account separate from the general fund and to
be used for library purposes only;

2. Establish the Library as a Town Department;

3. Appropriate $60,000 from the non-lapsing Town library account to be used for fiscal
year 2022-2023 for the new Library Department; and

4. Also, to raise and appropriate $135,876 for the new Library Department?
